Additional Plumbing Features

None installed in pit

The basement floor contained a pit for a sump pump but no pump was installed. A sump pump is a water pump
installed in a pit in the lower level of the home.

The system protects the home from water intrusion by routing surface drainage via the home perimeter drain to the
pit, from where it is discharged by the pump to the exterior of the home or to a waste pipe or storm drain. Sump
pumps also help protect homes against rising ground water.

Sump pumps should be tested on an annual basis to ensure that they are in working order. The pumps can be tested
by lifting the float, but to avoid potential shock/electrocution hazard, testing should be performed using a tool which
will not conduct electricity.

The Inspector recommends to install a sump pump in the sump pit.
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
